Travel Information
St Hugh's College is situated in the north of central 
Oxford. It is roughly a fifteen minute-walk from the bus 
station, and twenty minutes from the train station. As 
driving and parking in Oxford is restricted, we 
recommend that you use the ‘Park and Ride’ scheme. Car 
parks are situated to the north, south, east and west of the 
city close to the ring road, with frequent buses into the 
city centre. In particular, buses from Water Eaton and 
Pear Tree will stop just outside St Hugh's College.
